Carl is Founder/Director of the Adelaide Chamber Singers, the Elder Conservatorium Chorale and the Adelaide Symphony Chorus.
He has had extensive experience as a conductor and clinician throughout Australia over the past twenty-five years and has conducted his various choirs on a number of national and international tours including, Britain, the USA, Canada, Japan, Germany, Poland, Norway, Singapore and New Zealand.
He conducted Adelaide Chamber Singers at the inaugural Asia South Pacific Symposium on Choral Music in Singapore in 2001 and at the 6th World Symposium on Choral Music in Minneapolis in the USA in 2002.  Carl was also conductor of the National Youth Choir of Australia for its 1998, 1999 and 2007 seasons.
Carl Crossin has been actively involved in music education at all levels throughout his working life.  He has been a secondary school teacher, including eight years as Music Co-ordinator at one of Adelaide’s Special Music schools, and is currently Head of Choral Activities and Deputy Director of the Elder Conservatorium of Music at The University of Adelaide.
Carl was awarded an OAM in the 2007 Australia Day Honours List for his services to Choral Music.
