Ages 9 - 14
Do your students know how to listen? This ‘ears on’ workshop will assist you to bring a love and appreciation of all kinds of music to your students.
We all need to ensure that music students are exposed to great music of many styles and genres. During this workshop teachers will rediscover the
importance of listening while developing new skills, resources and ideas for bringing listening activities to their classrooms on a regular basis.
Listening to music regularly will assist students to make discerning choices about music, to appreciate various aspects of styles and be able to recreate
these sound combinations. Active and skilled listening will help students in every aspect of music — composition, performance, aural and musical
knowledge. Having great listening skills also gives your students transferable skills into all other subjects. Critical listening skills are a vital part of
every music student’s education, not just for analysis or performance techniques but also for fun, for widening of exposure and to aid the
development of their own music style.
This workshop brings listening back into the mainstream, back to being trendy and an essential part of teaching music. In our active classrooms we can
feel the pressure to have students creating or making music all the time and rather than opening ears to music. Your students love listening to music —
they do it constantly, on their ipods and MP3 players, and in many areas of their lives, but it is often background music. Time to re-focus!
The great things about listening is that it needs to be done at every year level, is easy to teach and both you and your students will love it!

This session will be an informal workshop focusing on creative play-based music activities and musical instruments for early childhood settings. I'll
outline my philosophy of play as the basis of early childhood music learning, and discuss practical music activities that are fun, exciting, and tailored
to the cognitive abilities and learning strategies of young children. There will be extensive opportunities for audience participation and interaction,
and participants will receive a full handout. Participants will also learn how to build 4 simple musical instruments - two simple string instruments
(table-top harp and poptar), a reed wind instrument (balloon bassoon), and a set of tuned percussive instruments (stamping tubes). Two are suitable
for making as activities with young children, and two are for adults to make as resources for your music program. | will show how incredibly quick
and easy these are to build using inexpensive materials; full written instructions with diagrams will be provided to each participant, so you can make
your own instruments later.

10:30 Primary/Secondary:
These two sessions offer different aspects of the Dalcroze approach to musicianship and it would be a distinct advantage to attend both. However, to
be realistic , the tutor will run a raincheck at the afternoon session to see who is ‘new’ for that session!
The morning session will commence with a basic movement preparation and focus on an essential ‘tune-up’ for the whole body as well as providing a
basic reminder about the importance of relaxation.
Please wear clothing that allows you to move freely, lie on the floor or even leap in the air (at least a bit!) and please have bare-feet. If you have a
medical-physical problem and need to take things gently, please advise the tutor.
Quick reactions and individual responses to listening to sound signals, then sound-matching movement or even perhaps sound-contrasting movements,
underpin the Dalcroze approach; some tasks of coordination and ‘dis-sociation’ will also be presented. These experiences are for YOU as adults, as
participating, discovering and showing sensitised movement is a very personal journey. Think YOU for ‘EU’ and RHYTHM; add an ‘ics’ and all starts to
be explained!
The over-arching, inter-twining principles of SPACE-TIME - ENERGY form the basis and Jaques- Dalcroze devised both simply joyous ‘games’ for
very young children as well as complex and sophisticated challenges for musicians, to study aspects such as Accent, Syncopation, Crescendo,
Polyrhythm and so on. We will touch on Phrase, Pace and Pulse, and Pitch. Individual work will lead to short exercise ideas in pairs or small groups. A
series of short examples will be given to illustrate the potential for early childhood, middle primary and early secondary students. The idea is not just
to copy what is presented here, but to grasp the principle and then invent your own age-appropriate material for the students you inspire!

This is essential for the
survival of both the adult and the child. If the children are attended to first, there may be little or no oxygen left for the adult. Thus who is left to
take care of the child? In a classroom situation, this concept is all too often forgotten. Teachers forget to take care of themselves first, focusing on the
children’s needs at the expense of their own. Ultimately the children whose teacher ‘puts on their own oxygen mask first’ benefit the most.

Donna & Maddy combine to give their very unique perspectives on ways to keep a music class fun and active, while ensuring that the teacher remains
filled with energy and motivation at the end of the day.

DR JOAN POPE. Dalcroze Session 2:Composition using the Dalcroze Method
Primary /Secondary

This session refers to the importance of Phrasing in a study of Form. The listening ear and the inventive voice, as well as available instruments, join the
moving body and gestures, as an always intriguing study of Accentuation and Grouping create rhythmic patterns and sequences. The variations
caused by such devices as ‘twice as slow or twice as fast’ or altering a ‘six-eight’ to a ‘three-four’, and the contrast of dynamic -texture produce,
relatively quickly, a group adventure that is part- Improvisation and part ‘planned’. The resultant ‘composition’ is then realised in movement by either




the group who authored it, or by the other participants.

CELTA CHRISTMASS

Celia teaches music at Perth Modern School and has done so for over two decades now. She
is a devotee of the Kodaly Concept and believes firmly that music education should be of the
‘eye, ear, mind and heart".

At Perth Modern school Celia teaches class music to students in each year group, conducts 5
choirs and co-directs Wind Band 2.

Celia has presented lectures and workshops at Music Education Conferences and Seminars in
Adelaide, Brisbane and Melbourne and in 2009 was guest choral conductor at the NSW Arts
Unit Middle School Camp at Stanwell Tops.

Alec Duncan is a qualified child care worker with 20 years experience working with children
between the ages of O and 8 years and has a Bachelor of Social Science (Children
Studies) from Edith Cowan University. Alec started Child's Play Music in 1998 to provide
hands-on instrumental music incursions to schools (K to 3) and child care centres. He has
built a huge range of child-friendly home-made instruments using mainly recycled materials




and industrial plastics and metals, and his programs focuses on child exploration of these
instruments through hands-on play. Young children learn best through focused play and
exploration - Alec's instruments allow children to explore music in ways not possible with
“real" instruments.

He has been active for many
years in the mentoring and development of young conductors in both wind band and orchestra.

Bruce has toured Japan and Korea as conductor of the WA Youth Concert Band and
Scandinavia with the Australian Youth Wind Orchestra. Bruce was recently invited to guest
conduct at the Queensland State Honours Ensemble Programme held in October, 2009.
Bruce also regularly conducts the Metropolitan Symphony Orchestra, City of Fremantle
Symphony Orchestra and lectures to pre-service teachers at the UWA School of Music.



MANDY HERRIMAN

Mandy Herriman is a graduate of the Perth Modern High School Music Specialist Programme
and plays French Horn. She also plays piano and learnt pipe organ for several years. Mandy
has been a primary classroom music teacher since 2001 and also teaches Brass with the SIM
primary instrumental programme.

Mandy believes as a music teacher it is also important to be a performer and plays regularly
with the Fremantle Symphony Orchestra and other smaller ensembles from time to time.
Mandy currently teaches at two primary schools - Poynter PS in Duncraig and Beaumaris PS in
Ocean Reef. Her classroom programme is supported by training bands, senior band, senior
orchestra, choirs and rock bands. Her approach to music education in the primary school is to
engage students in a programme that is as interactive and enjoyable as possible giving every
student an opportunity to participate and succeed.

KEITH HUXTABLE

Keith Huxtable is the Managing Director of Music EDnet and has been in the music industry
for over 35 years. He has held senior positions with Yamaha and Roland, is a past Vice
President of the Australian Music Association and has a genuine passion for promoting music
and media technology in education.

As an engineer and musician Keith began his career on the technical side of the music
industry with Rose Music in Melbourne (now Yamaha Australia). He has spent many years in
professional audio working with recording studios, major live venues, radio and television
studios and continues to keep up to date with the latest in live and recording technology.

Having established a unique Roland Music Learning Centre in Sydney with the collaboration of
the NSW Conservatorium and a board of highly respected advisers, Keith moved to Adelaide
in 1991 to establish what is now known as Music EDnet. The Sydney Centre was a successful
trial in the effective use of technology in music education and reinforced Keith's belief in
broadening the use of technology in music and other arts strands. During this trial Keith also
discovered earlier NSW Departmental research (documented by Dr Doreen Bridges) and saw
firsthand the enormous value of music in the curriculum, long before the "Music Makes You
Smarter” theme of recent years. From this time, Keith has pursued the advocacy of music
along with technology as his mission through Music EDnet.

Today Music EDnet is nationally recognized as a leading source of music technology in schools
and educational institutions. Keith and his team travel throughout Australia, working closely
with teachers and ICTstaff in schools as well as departmental decision makers and curriculum
bodies.

Keith is also currently the treasurer of the South Australian Chapter of the Australian
Society for Music Education.

DONNA MARWICK-O'BRIEN and MADELEINE SPEELMAN
Donna Marwick-O'Brien is an experienced singer/songwriter/guitarist and music educator.
She has written and produced several books and CDs for schools including: Something Extra

In 2001 Joan was awarded an OAM and the Medal of the Centenary of Federation for her
creative contribution to arts and the community, and in 2006 received the Chancellor's Medal
of the UWA. At the recent ASME Conference, her Thesis was awarded the Callaway Doctoral
Award.

Dr Margaret Pride is currently the music director for Collegium Symphonic Chorus, Collegium
Musicum Choir and Perth Young Women's Choir. Margaret studied choral music and
conducting for five years in the United States of America gaining her performance doctorate
under Rodney Eichenberger at the prestigious University of Southern California.

Margaret's choirs have toured Europe, Japan, South East Asia and the United States as well
as to other states in Australia. She has conducted many workshops throughout Australia and



in several countries overseas. Margaret has been awarded a Centenary Medal in recognition
of her services to choral music in Western Australia.

Margaret has been one of Australia's leaders in choral music for many years now. Her
inspirational work is a result of her sensitive musicianship, an attention to detail, and a
profound understanding of the choral ensemble as a vocal medium.
